The Sacred Rule of Lurking

Requires new users to observe each subreddit's culture
before participating. Communities develop distinct
personalities—r/science demands rigorous accuracy with
citations, while r/casualconversation welcomes friendly

Reddiquette Fundamentals

Emphasize treating others with respect, voting based on

Copy-pasting
your LinkedIn strategy or Instagram content to Reddit
guarantees failure. Each subreddit functionsas a
unique microculture with specific expectations, inside
jokes, and quality standards. Success requires
platform-specific approaches tailored to each
community.

Ignoring the Research Phase

Leads to embarrassing mistakes like posting
infographics to r/dataisbeautiful (which specifically
bans them) or promoting products in help-focused
communities. Always read sidebar rules before
posting, search for similar content to gauge reception,
and observe community dynamics through lurking.
Consider each subreddit a foreign country requiring
cultural orientation.

Technical mistakes that sabotage visibility

Include using link shorteners (automatically filtered),
writing clickbait titles (downvoted immediately), and
posting during low-activity periods. Research shows
weekday mornings (6-8 AM) and evenings (7-9 PM)
generate maximum engagement for professional
communities.

Phase One: Observer Status

Engage actively
with commenters for several hours after
posting—abandoning a post signals
you're only interested in promotion, not
discussion.
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Phase Two: Comment
Contributor (Days 31-90)

Start participating through thoughtful
comments on existing posts. Answer
questions in your area of expertise
without mentioning your business.
Focus on building karma through helpful
contributions in beginner-friendly
subreddits. Aim for 100+ comment
karma before attempting your first post.

Professional Integration
Strategy

After establishing credibility, carefully
integrate professional purposes. Share
case studies focusing on failures and
lessons learned rather than success
stories. Participate in relevant AMAs as
an expert contributor. Consider creating
valuable resources like guides or
analyses that happen to showcase your
expertise without direct promotion.

Deleting posts after criticism

This is seen as dishonest and will damage your reputation. Address criticism professionally
instead.

Providing specific legal advice

This could create attorney-client relationships and ethical issues. Stick to general information.

Vote manipulation or asking for upvotes

This violates Reddit's terms of service and can get your account banned.

Creating multiple accounts for promotion

Reddit's algorithms can detect this behavior, resulting in shadowbans or account suspension.
